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No surrender as Civil War Battle 

breaks out at 

Lulworth Castle & Park

Sunday 4th & Monday 5th May
There will be no surrender at Lulworth Castle & Park when Sir Thomas Tyldesley Regiment of Foote and hundreds of members of the English Civil War Society re-create life during the Civil War on Sunday 4th & Monday 5th May. 
The Society are here to bring the turbulent history of the 17th century to life and offer the opportunity to witness amazing re-enactments of military and civilian life from the days of the English Civil War.  See them in action with Big Gun firing displays, Artillery demonstrations under the control of the officers on the field of drill and a FULL SCALE BATTLE each day. 
Throughout the event, the Living History encampment will give you an insight into how soldiers and their families lived while out on campaign.  You are likely to see guns and weapons on display, musket ball making, mending armour, cooking and other crafts and skills, being demonstrated. 
Humphrey Weld; owner of Lulworth Castle during this time, will be on site to answer your questions. He will be playing host to Officers & the gentry inside the Castle with his cousins, the Commander of the Garrison; Sir John Turberville, Lady Bankes and the Governor of Corfe Castle. They will all be reliving the past with period music and demonstrations of domestic and pastime activities such as painting, embroidery, singing, Sword practice and military planning. There will also be a re-enacted wedding of the gentry in the Castle for all to enjoy.
Lulworth Castle was built during these tumultuous times and did not escape involvement in the Civil War.  It was shortly after Humphrey Weld purchased Lulworth Castle and Estate in 1641 that Civil War broke out.  Humphrey supported King Charles and joined him at Oxford.  In his absence, Bindon House and the Castle were occupied by parliamentarians, under Captain Thomas Hughes, who stripped the lead roof of the Castle and sold it for £5 to his own side to make into musket balls for use in the siege of Corfe Castle.

Sir Thomas Tyldesley’s Regiment fought for the Royalists against the forces of Parliament, their most famous being Marston Moor on 2nd July 1644, the largest battle of the Civil War.  Today this re-enactment regiment is part of the English Civil War Society.  What you will be able to witness is the result of many years of research and industry by dedicated amateurs who have invested enormous amounts of their time – and money – in bringing to life a slice of this country’s history.

Gates open at 10.30 am to 6pm.  Drills and displays throughout the day with the full scale Battle at approx 4pm.  Children under 4 years are free, so come along and enjoy the fun of the past! The event is included in the normal admission price to the Lulworth Castle, 18C Chapel, Animal Farm, Adventure Playground, Courtyard Shop and Licensed Stable Café. Last entry 1 hour before closing.
